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The Falkirk Wheel to Falkirk Community Hospital Length: 2.7 miles

Pick up a Forth Bike at the Falkirk Wheel. Cycle up the hill and away from the Wheel, turn right 
on Lime Road and proceed straight through the roundabout. Continue straight, across the railway 
bridge and left onto the Union Canal Path. Cycle for 1.5 miles along the Canal path until you see 
the Seagull Trust Boathouse on the other side of the water. From there, cycle under the bridge 
and turn left onto South Bantaskine Road, and head down the hill and under the railway. Integrate 
traffic by turning left onto Gartcows Road. Head straight down Gartcows Road (which turns into 
Maggie Wood’s Loan). At the end of the road, get onto the shared walking/cycling path and turn 
right at the intersection with Westburn Avenue. Continue straight for just under 200 yards and 
turn right into the Falkirk Community Hospital complex, and right into the parking lot in which you 
can dock your Forth Bike.
